It can be tough to settle down to study when there are so many
distractions. Most young people like to combine a bit of homework with
quite a lot of instant messaging, chatting on the phone, updating profiles
on social-networking sites, and checking emails.

In
these studies, students who successfully acquired one positive habit
reported less stress; less impulsive spending; better dietary habits; decreased
caffeine consumption; fewer hours spent watching TV; and even fewer
dirty dishes. Keep working on one habit long enough, and not only does
it become easier, but so do other things as well. It’s why those with the
right habits seem to do better than others. They’re doing the most
